The South Australian Laser Championships will be held from 7" — 9" March 2009 in conjunction with the
Adelaide International Regatta (AIR). Please read this NOR in conjunction with the NOR for the AIR
(www.adelaidesailingclub.com.au/air). The Organising Authority is the Adelaide Sailing Club in conjunction
with the South Australian Laser Association.

1. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

Boats complying with the class rules of the International Laser Class Association are eligible to enter the
Championship.

All boats competing shall be a member of a club affiliated with a State or National Yachting Authority and be a
current member of the International Laser Class Association and their respective Member National Authority.

To be eligible for the Youth category, a competitor will not have attained their 19th birthday on or before the
31st December 2009. Eligibility for other age divisions shall be based on the competitor's age on the first day of
the regatta.

Eligible boats may enter by completing and returning the attached Entry Form OR by pre-registering their intent
to enter by completing the online Entry Form at www.adelaidesailingclub.com.au. Full Entry Details must be
received no later than 1030 hrs 7th March 2009. ENTRY FEES FOR LASERS MUST BE PAID AT THE
LASER REGISTRATION DESK AT ASC ON SATURDAY 7TH MARCH 2009. The South Australian
Laser Association will arrange for entry into the Adelaide International Regatta on your behalf as the events are
held concurrently. Daily entry is permitted for boats entering races on individual days. Refer Fees.

2. FEES
The entry fee (JAUD incl GST) for entry in the South Australian Laser Championships (includes AIR entry) is:

SATURDAY 7TH MARCH 2009. Entry fees will not be refunded.

5. SCORING SYSTEM

The Low Point System of Appendix A will apply. 3 races are required to be completed to constitute a series.
When fewer than 5 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores. When
from 5 to 8 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her
worst score

Competitors eligible for prizes in the South Australian Laser Championships will have their scores extracted
from the results for the Adelaide International Regatta and be re-scored on a 1,2,3, etc basis. Overall scores on
this basis will then determine winners of Cubes and Perpetual Trophies.

All Division prizes will be calculated on overall results (ie will not be re-scored).

6. PRIZES
Prizes and Cubes shall be awarded in accordance with ILCA guidelines for the following events:

South Australian Laser Championship

South Australian Laser Radial Championship

South Australian Laser Masters Championship

South Australian Laser Radial Masters Championship
South Australian Laser Women’s Championship
South Australian Junior Laser Championship

South Australian Laser 4.7 Championship

Competitors from outside South Australia will not be eligible for Cubes and Perpetual Trophies.

7. MEASUREMENT
Competitors should refer to ILCA class handbook regarding the legitimacy of their equipment. Specifically, all
boats must compete with ILCA approved sails. Any breaches may lead to disqualification.
